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The Focus Groups

Countries: Belgium, Egypt, Germany, Italy, Spain, England.

People: Teachers (Home Education and Hospital); Medical staff 
(doctors, nurses, psychologists, social workers).

Aim: see how Key Educational Factors relate to the education of 
children with a medical condition.

Method: a general guide for the FG has been shared among the 
partners of the project; !
Partners from each country have conducted their own 
focus group and reported them on a preset report matrix. 
Results were analyzed inductively by 2 independent coders
